battery installation

battery charging

New batteries are not fully

charged. Plug the battery %
charger into your phone and an <
electrical outlet. Your phone

might take several seconds to &

start charging the battery. Your

display shows Charge Complete
when finished.

Tip: Relax, you can't overcharge your battery. It will perform
best after you fully charge and discharge it a few times.
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Your phone has a light just below the external display that can
pulse when you charge your battery. To turn this light on or
off, see page 35.

You can charge your battery by connecting a cable
from your phone's mini-USB port to a USB port on
a computer. Both your phone and the computer
must be turned on, and your computer must have
the correct software drivers installed. Cables and software
drivers are available in Motorola Original data kits, sold
separately.

battery tips

card PIN code and/or 4-digit unlock code.
To turn off your phone, press and hold [ for 2 seconds.

Enter a phone number and press [€] to make a call.

To “hang up,” close the flip or press [&.
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answer a call

When your phone rings and/or vibrates, just open the flip or
press (€] to answer.

To “hang up,” close the flip or press [&.

During a call, press the Speaker key to turn the handsfree
speaker on. Your display shows Spkrphone On until you turn it off
or end the call.

Note: The handsfree speaker won't work when your phone is
connected to a handsfree car kit or headset.

codes & passwords

Your phone's 4-digit unlock code is originally set to 1234.
The 6-digit security code is originally set to 000000. If your
service provider didn't change these codes, you should
change them:

Find it: (5] > 8§ Settings > Security > New Passwords
You can also change your SIM PIN password.

If you forget your unlock code: At the Enter Unlock Code prompt,
try entering 1234 or the last four digits of your phone
number. If that doesn't work, press (£] and enter your 6-digit
security code instead.

If you forget other codes: If you forget your security code,
SIM PIN code, or PIN2 code, contact your service provider.
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lock & unlock phone

You can lock your phone to keep others from using it. To lock
or unlock your phone, you need the 4-digit unlock code.

To manually lock your phone: Press (E] > 8% Settings > Security
> Phone Lock > Lock Now.

To automatically lock your phone whenever you turn it off:
Press (£] > 8% Settings > Security > Phone Lock > Automatic Lock > On.

Note: You can make emergency calls on a locked phone (see
page 40). A locked phone still rings or vibrates for incoming
calls or messages, but you need to unlock it to answer.

Your phone keeps a record of your unanswered calls, and
shows X Missed Calls, where X is the number of missed calls.

Calling line identification (caller ID) shows the phone
number for an incoming call in your external and internal
displays.

Your phone shows the caller's name and picture when
they're stored in your address book, or Incoming Call when
caller ID information isn't available.
